Support Panel considers case and need for Legal Proceedings

SW makes a request for a placement (once agreed by Support Panel) using the  Referral of 
Parent and Child for a Parent and Child Foster Placement Form on MOSAIC

Placement Planning Meeting convened and chaired by TM/PS to identify the purpose and potential outcome of the placement 
and establish the expectations of all parties involved to form an agreement, contingency plan outlined.

 Before any placement is made a Police disclosure, Risk Assessment, Safety Plan, Safety and Safety Goals are to completed and a 
DBS requested if other children in placement 

Placement Made

Placement terminated. Child 
may move to another 

placement

SW visits weekly for first month then 
fortnightly/ SSW visits fortnightly.

Progress of the placement reviewed weekly 
using the Review of Parent and Child Foster 
Placement Form (SOS Model) (Appendix 3)

placements are to be recorded

Option to extend placement if

Extended Family Time within a Parent and Child Foster Care Placement
The outcome is that further assessment is required before committing to a full Parent 

and Child Foster Care Placement. In this instance, a extended Family Time  within a 
Parent and Child Foster Care Placement can be utilised whereby  the parent may spend 

extra time with their child through extended Family Time sessions for two weeks 
(maximum of 3 weeks) whilst further information is gathered and reviewed.

‘Extended Family Time within a Parent and Child Foster Care 
Placement Agreement ’(Appendix 2) Signed and a clear 

understanding and potential outcomes of the pre-placement 
sessions are to be recorded
